Definition of Weekly Tournaments

All American Trifecta:  Played as a trifecta (see below) with strokes deducted from the teams final  score for each person in the group who supports the Fourth of July holiday by wearing red, white and blue - footwear excluded.

 Beat the Pro:  Individual net tournament in which your score is matched against one of our golf pros.

 Better Ball Buffet:  Using net scores of the group.  Pick the lowest net score on par 5’s, the two lowest net scores on par 4’s, and the three lowest scores on par 3’s.  The low total wins.

 Better Ball of Partners:  The low net score of partners is the team score.

 Bingo,Bango,Bongo: One point is scored for first on the green, one point for closest to the pin, and one  point for first in the hole.  Must be played by honors.  High points win.
 ChaChaCha:  a 3 hole rotation exists for determining the team score.  On the first hole, one low net ball counts for the team score.  On the second hole the two low net balls count.  On the third hole three scores count.  The rotation starts over on the fourth hole.                       

 Cross Country:  An intriguing and challenging new layout designed by our pro shop.

 Disaster: This is a game in which the winner at the end of the round (1 player or team) has collected the fewest points.  Points are “awarded” for bad shots.  1 Pt. - bunker     1 Pt. - water      2Pts. - out of bounds      3Pts. - 3 putts

 Fewest Putts:  Total number of putts for the round.

 Five of Clubs Scramble:  Each player chooses 5 clubs to carry on the course.  All players tee off and then select the best shot.  Continue this process until the ball is holed out.

 Flag Tournament:  A stroke play game in which player has a flag.  When the player had played the number of strokes equal to par plus her handicap, she places a flag in the course at that point.  The winner goes the farthest around the course.

 Pink Lady:  Each group receives a pink ball.  The ball must be circulated hole by hole throughout the group. One person plays the pink ball for the entire hole.  The pink ball is the score which counts.  A lost pink ball puts this group out of the running for prizes.

 Match Play Vs Par:  Individual net tournament.  If a player makes a net birdie on a hole, the player is one up on par. If a player makes a net bogey or  worse, the player is down one to Par. Players keep a running total for the round.

 
Number (On the Flag) Golfer:  Before teeing off  each player on the team chooses a number from 1 to 3.  All players play the hole.  The number shown on the flag indicates the  player whose score will be used for the team on that particular hole.

 Scramble:  All players tee off and then select the best shot.  Continue this process until the ball is holed out.

 Shamble:  Every player tees off.  Select the best tee shot and all players play their ball in from there.   Low net score in the group is recorded.

 Team Aggregate:  The net score of each player in the group will be added together for a team aggregate score.            
Trifecta:  Played in a 6/6/6 format.  Holes 1-6 are played as a scramble, holes 7-12 are played as a better ball, and holes 13-18 play with the alternating shot format.

 Three Best Balls of Four:  The group adds the three low net scores together for each hole.

 Two Best Balls of Three:  The group adds the two low net scores together for each hole.
